The Isles of Greece

The Greek Islands are a collection of over 6000 islands varying dramatically in size. Only
227 of the islands are inhabited, and of those only 78 have more than 100 inhabitants.
Many are too barren for cultivation, and the principal source of income for some of the
islands is Tourism. Although a few of the islands now have airports, most of them can
still only be reached by boat, and many have no real port.

Many of the Greek islands were owned for many years by foreign powers, including the
Ottoman Turks, the Venetians, the Italians and the British. Therefore, the local
architecture often reflects the style of the occupying country and its historical
background. This is true of Corfu, for instance, which is the second largest of the lonian
islands and is a mishmash of many periods and styles.

The largest and most populous Greek island is Crete, Jocated at the southern edge of the
Aegean Sea, north of the African coast. The island spans 260 km from east to west, and is
60 km at its widest point. Covering an area of 8336 km?, it has a coastline of 1046 km. Its
size and varied landscapes mean that it has plenty to offer climbers, hikers, birdwatchers
and botanists, as well as general tourists and sun-seekers. The average temperatures are
11°C in January and 26°C in July, with'a very low rainfall of less than 50 cm per year.
The island boasts mountains, valleys, caves, gorges, rivers, lakes, beaches and fertile
plains. The Samaria Gorge is a great draw for keen walkers, especially in spring when it
is carpeted in wildflowers.

Its capital and largest city is Heraklion, where there is an airport, and the other two main
towns are Chania and Rethymnon, all of which are ferry ports on the northern coast.
Crete has its own distinctive art, poetry and music. The Minoan civilization, regarded as
the earliest recorded civilization in Europe (c. 2700-1420 BCE), was based there, and
many fascinating aspects of their civilization can be viewed at the archaeological sites of
Knossos and Phaistos, in particular, and in the fine Heraklion museum, which is full of
treasures.
